Background

This role at the Farming Life Centre builds on the legacy of a two year partnership with Ready Call Macmillan / Voluntary & Community Services Peaks & Dales (VCSPD) which was principally funded by Macmillan, with other contributing partners.  

The aim of this project is to provide isolated rural individuals and families in the Peak District who are directly and indirectly affected by cancer and other life limiting conditions with much needed support.  This new role stands as a separate contract with Macmillan to build on the successes of the previous partnership.
Main Purpose of the Role

The Rural Health Outreach Coordinator will be responsible for the development, delivery and evaluation of the project over the remaining contract period with the possibility of longer term Macmillan funding – the outcome of which will be known during September 2017. The Rural Health Outreach project aims to offer a unique support service for the rural and farming communities of the Peak District who are affected by cancer or other life limiting conditions through:
· Extending the reach of existing information and support services around cancer to isolated rural communities in the Peak District with a particular focus on the farming community;
· Regular outreach presence / attendance at natural gatherings for the rural and farming community to improve reach, raise awareness and signpost to other support
· Build strong and sustainable partnerships /networks across the health community to increase referrals and access

· Use all forms of communication/marketing to raise awareness in isolated and hard to reach communities – including social media

· Explore opportunities to develop rural volunteering for the service

Job Summary

The Rural Health Outreach Coordinator will: 
· Organise regular community outreach opportunities for information and support services around cancer and other life limiting conditions, with a particular focus on reaching isolated rural residents and the farming community of the Derbyshire Dales and surrounding area.  Locations may include Bakewell, Leek, Holmfirth and Ashbourne.  This will involve partnership working with other relevant support services.
· Organise occasional community outreach opportunities for information and support services around cancer and other life limiting conditions – at natural gatherings for the rural and farming community – ie Agricultural Sales, Fairs and Events

· Create and facilitate a monthly drop-in opportunity for isolated rural residents from the farming community who are directly and indirectly affected by cancer, to be based at the Agricultural Business Centre in Bakewell on Mondays.
· Signposting – keeping up to date, researching and sourcing available sources of help and assistance for clients in order to signpost appropriately 

· Communication – ensuring that the service can be accessed across the challenging geography / statutory boundaries of the Peak District through a variety of channels – to include social media 

· Research and exploration – to research, build understanding and test models for the Rural Health Outreach service as part of The Farming Life Centre’s volunteering opportunities portfolio.
