July  2018 – September 2018
A gentle afternoon walk, monthly on Thursdays from Meet at 1.15 for a 1.30-2.30pm walk , with the opportunity for refreshments and a good chat afterwards!

Our walks are short and 'Easy' but may involve some stiles or ascents/descents over a short distance. Please wear sturdy footwear and clothing to suit the weather conditions
July 26th :  Matlock Meadows DE4 2JG approx 2miles
Meet in the free car park at Matlock Meadows. 
Turn right just before getting to the petrol station at Sainsburys just outside Matlock. This is the Matlock to Snitterton road. Matlock Meadows is signed to the left off this road about ½ mile past Sainsburys.

The walk is a very pleasant flat walk partially on road and across fields with beautiful views over Matlock town .

Matlock Meadows has a nice cafe and lots of other surprises!!

August 16th : Alport / Youlgreave approx 2 miles
Park on the roadside or in two designated parking areas in Alport road. Taking the A6 from Bakewell turning right towards Youlgreave. Alport is a small hamlet about 1mile north (ie before) Youlgreave. Parking is just after you pass a red telephone box with yellow defibrillator.

The walk is down the beautiful Bradford dale following a stream showing evidence of its past history in its old iron dykes.

Coffee will be taken at Amy’s tea room in Youlgreave. Parking in the village is a bit tight so we may need to park in the Bowling Green car park or on a side street 
September 13th : Curbar Gap and Edges   approx 2 miles

Meet in the Curbar gap National Trust car park (£2.50 fee) which is on the left half a mile above the village of Curbar (off the Calver to Curbar road)

We will enjoy stunning views from Curbar edge walking towards Nelsons monument and back past some unusual limestone rock formations.

We will drive to Calver crossroads for coffee at the Calver garden centre
